Penciller’s Duties:

· Ensure all writing is in pen and is legible.
· Write competitor’s number, horse’s name, rider and venue on test.

· Write judge’s position, the date and the judge’s name on the test.

· Recording scores is more important in recording remarks (forgo remarks if necessary).
· Go back to missed movements after the test has been completed rather than interrupting the judge (if possible).

· If an error is made by the rider, record an asterisk (*) at the movement.

· Ensure course errors are circled as appropriate.

· If the judge changes a score, they must initial the change.

· If the penciller records a score incorrectly or illegibly, clearly rewrite the correct score next to it and have the judge initial it.  Do not write over the incorrect score.
· The judge is to record the scores for the Collective Marks and write their own comments.

· Fold the sheet ready for computing such that bottom of the page is below the horse’s name/rider/venue (to ensure scores are kept private).
