2.2 HEADGEAR


Competing riders must wear headgear applicable to their level of competition. Grooms when mounted on a horse, must have approved safety helmet with retaining harness secured and fastened.


Approved safety helmets are to be worn at all times with the retaining harness secured and fastened when training/practicing at an event.





Current accepted helmet standards are:


AS/NZS 3838


EN 1384


ASTN F1163





Competition Attire including formal headgear is permitted in the final warm-up arena at the discretion of the OC





Riders under 18 MUST wear an approved safety helmet with the retaining harness secured and fastened in ALL EFA competitions, regardless of the level or venue. Where riders under 18 compete at an FEI-sanctioned event, FEI rules for dress and saddlery will apply � HYPERLINK "http://www.fei.org" ��www.fei.org� unless otherwise specified by the OC or revenue management.





All riders competing at the SEDA Championships are expected to be familiar with and to abide by the rules of the EA on the day.
